BREED SHOW RULES (NB Rules pertaining to NPS qualifiers are given at end of schedule)
1 Competition is open to current HPS members only with the exception Class 18 

2 Only registered Highland ponies in the HPS Full Register or in Appendices A, B or C and eligible foals in classes 8 and 9 may compete. At the time of entry, the exhibitor must be recorded by the HPS as the registered owner or loanee of the pony.
3 No entry accepted without the full registered name and pedigree of the animal.
4 No substitution of entries

5 No animal suffering from infectious disease will be allowed to compete, and any such animal must be removed at once if stewards so direct.

6 The Show Committee shall not be liable for any loss or damage to person, animal or property which exhibitors or general public may sustain at the show

7 Protests along with £25, which may be forfeited if the protest is dismissed, must be lodged with the Secretary in writing within 30 minutes of completion of the relevant class

8 Competitors entering more than one Section must accept the risk that timing may prohibit them from competing in simultaneous classes. 
*** THERE WILL BE NO WAITING FOR INDIVIDUAL COMPETITORS. ***
9 The Show Committee reserves the right to combine or split classes if in their opinion the number of entries justifies this. 
10 The decision of the Show Committee is final.

RULES

Please read these rules before entering

1 Appendix Ponies may not qualify for NPS Championships. These ponies can compete in classes, but should an Appendix pony win the championship for which the NPS Silver Medal is awarded, the medal and qualification would pass to the Reserve champion, providing it is registered in the main section of the HPS Stud Book.
2 Any Highland pony bred by or ever owned by or produced by the judge may not enter any class under that judge.

3 NPS Silver Medal Championship Conditions. These Championships are judged under the Rules of the NPS. NPS Silver Medal Rosettes are only awarded where the Owner of the champion pony is a Member of the NPS. A valid membership card must be in the Rider’s/Handler’s possession on entering the ring and be produced in the ring. If the Owner of the Champion pony is not a Member, or the Owner’s membership card cannot be produced in the ring, the rosette may be awarded to the Reserve Champion provided the Owner is a Member of the NPS and the membership card is produced in the ring.  If the Champion pony has previously qualified it is still entitled to the Silver Medal Rosette but the Qualification Card goes to the Reserve Champion pony provided the Owner of that pony is a Member of the NPS. The Silver Medal Rosette and the Qualification Card can only be awarded to the Champion or Reserve Champion.
4 NPS Mountain and Moorland Qualifying Rounds: These classes are judged under the Rules of the NPS. Ponies must be registered in the main body of their respective Mountain & Moorland Stud Books. Part breds are not eligible.  Ponies to be trimmed only within their Breed Society specification.  Manes must not be plaited and tails must not be braided. Qualifying rounds are open to both NPS Members and Non Members but only the highest placed NPS Adult member, on production of their membership card in the ring, will be eligible to qualify for the Final. A valid Membership Card must be in the Rider’s/Handler’s possession on entering the ring. 

The first prize winners from each class will go forward to the Final to be held at the NPS Summer Championship Show, Malvern, in August. A pony may only qualify once.  Where the first pony in the class has already qualified, the pony standing next in line which has not qualified will be deemed the qualifier.  Qualification may go no lower than third place. NPS Adult/Standard members will be required to upgrade to Adult/Showing to enter the Final.  Qualified Ponies must be entered into the NPS Competition Final within 14 days for the pony to be eligible to appear in the Final.

Note that, with the exception of the Silver Medal Rosettes, the exhibitor need not be a member of the NPS on the day of the Show but, if qualified, must become an Adult Showing Member of the NPS and the pony entered in the Competition Final within fourteen days for the qualification to be valid.

8 Classes 19 A pony shall not be deemed a Novice if by 1 January of the current year it has: i) won an open NPS Affiliated Ridden M&M class or ii) won a class at an Olympia, HOYS or RIHS Qualifying round or iii) qualified for the Novice/Intermediate Ridden M&M final at Malvern. 

9 Class 25 WHP Novice. For 4yo and over. A pony shall not be deemed a Novice if by 1 January of the current year it has i) won an Open NPS Affiliated WHP M&M class or ii) won a class at a M&M Working Hunter Pony Championship (Final at HOYS or RHIS) qualifying round or iii) qualified for the NPS M&M Novice/Intermediate WHP Final at Malvern. 
NPS Scotland Rules:

1. Ponies may only qualify once for each NPS Scotland Competition Final. 

2. All Mountain & Moorland Ponies must be registered in the main body of their respective stud book.

3. Qualification can go as far down the line as necessary, except the in-hand M. & M. section where qualification may go to 3rd in the championship

4. For Novice classes. Ponies must wear a snaffle bridle & must not have won a 1st in an open mixed M. & M. or breed class prior to Jan 1st 2008

5. Entry for the Finals can only be made by sending the official card duly signed by the Judge at the time of qualifying with your entry form.

6 The exhibitor must be or become a member of NPS Scotland before entering the Finals.
